Eligibility and Rules:

· All NSW skaters must be current members of NSWISA and an affiliated club (if NSWISA membership has not reached NSWISA by 4.00pm on the Thursday before the event, this fee must be paid when registering at the event, and a refund will be made once the original fee reaches NSWISA). Competitors from other states must be financial members of their State Association.

· All  skaters must also register with Ice Skating Australia direct (via their website)at least one week before event ,Under no circumstances this is collected by NSWISA
· Skaters must skate at the highest test level that they have passed. 

· Test Level – is the highest test the skater has passed by the entry closing date

· Age – is the skater’s age as at the entry closing date 

· Ladies and men may skate together: where numbers permit, competitors may be divided by age. 

· Music should contain some vocal content (no offensive or obscene language permitted)

· Props and costumes (see new safety guidelines below)

· No jump higher than an axel is permitted 

· Each division must have a minimum of 3 competitors - where numbers are insufficient some divisions may be combined

Entries:
All entries must be submitted on the official “NORSKSATE” entry form and accompanied by full payment (money order or cheque. Unfortunately, phone, fax, or e-mail entries cannot be accepted.) No skater may enter more than one singles division.

PROPS & COSTUMES: - In the interest of safety for our skaters the following rules have been introduced.

Props & Costumes:

· Must be of suitable fabric, design & construction to allow the skater safe movement
· Must be of suitable length so as not to reach /drag on the ice 

· No articles may be placed on the barrier/ ice at any time 

          All other costumes pieces and wearable props must remain hand held or fasten to the         
          Costumes at all times.

Music:
Must be provided by competitors.  May be on cassette or disc, clearly labelled with Name, Division and Music and handed in at registration desk on night of competition. May include vocal/lyrics.

GUIDELINES FOR JUDGING 

Technical Execution
How well the technical elements are executed.  Attention will be paid to execution of the elements, as well as flow, glide, depth of edges, the quality of artistic elements such as spirals, ina bauers, spread eagles and the quality and variety of jumps and spins.  No jump higher than a single Axel Paulsen is permitted.   

ARTISTIC CRITERIA

1. Artistic Execution
How well the artistic components are executed, i.e. field movements, foot work and dance steps, upper body and facial expression.

2. Interpretation of Music

How well the skater(s) interprets the music and rhythm (i.e. in time, variation in tempo of the skating as appropriate to the music). The choreographic effectiveness of the program as an integrated exploration of the music, and its suitability to the skater. The development of the theme / character rather than a mere collection of pleasing or spectacular moves.

3. Interpretive Aspects of Costume/Props

Costumes and props should be appropriately selected to enhance the character of the program/ for development of the theme / interpretation of the music. The use of props will only be rewarded where effective in developing the theme/ enhancing the character of the program. Holding a prop for the sake of it will not be rewarded.

4. Balance/Content of Program

Emphasis is placed on the selection of artistic elements and the variety of expressive and innovative moves.  A good program will include artistic field movements, eg. Footwork, dance steps, etc…artistic elements eg. spirals, Ina Bauers, spreadeagles etc…artistic spins and imaginative jumps. The program must also be balanced with respect to the use of the ice surface.  Unison and choreographic awareness of the pair/couple/team as a whole will also be considered in Pair, Dance & Synchronized events.[image: image2.png]ONorwest
figure skating club inc.
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
