LCCFSS Parent / Guardian Code of Ethics and Guidelines

In addition to NSWISA’s General Code of Behaviour, as a parent / guardian of a skater you are required to adhere to the following:

1. Encourage your child to skate, but do not pressure them.

2. Remember that skating is for your child’s pleasure and fulfilment – not yours. Encourage your child to have fun while skating.

3. Be sure to inform your child’s coach or LCCFSS Official of any physical disability or ailment that may affect the safety of your child or the safety of others.

4. Encourage your child at all times, being mindful not to criticise their efforts.

5. Remember that skating is a skill acquired over many years. Do not expect your child to master skills instantly.

6. Support all efforts made by your child, not just when they succeed.
7. Ensure your child is aware of the rules set by NSWISA, and teach them to abide by them.

8. Respect official’s decisions and teach your child/ren to the same.

9. Never ridicule or yell at your child or any other participant for making a mistake or blame your child’s team mates for competition placements.

10. Applaud every effort made by your child, both in victory and defeat. Have the ability to emphasise their achievements as well as learning from their mistakes.

11. Teach your child to resolve conflicts positively without hostility or violence, or foul language. Respect others including judges, coaches and other skaters.

12. Never publicly question the judges’ integrity of decisions.

13. Ensure your child is free of any performance enhancing drugs or other substances that are prohibited by the new NSW Anti-Doping Policy (refer to LCCFSS website for link)
14. Have realistic expectations of your child – do not expect more that he / she is capable of giving.

15. Be courteous towards judges, officials, other guests and spectators – regardless of race, creed, colour, sexual orientation or ability.

16. Assist in the running of events in any way possible. This ensures that all events run smoothly.

17. At all times demonstrate appropriate behaviour while at the rink, i.e. NEVER EXHIBIT abusive behaviour towards other parents, coaches, judges, officials or other children.
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
