DESCRIPTION: Solo Dance is to be an annual solo dance competition, held in conjunction with

ICE SURFACE: The dimensions of the ice surface are 60m x 26m. 

DIVISIONS All divisions will compete 2 compulsory dances. 

 • Elementary Solo Dance, 

 • Pre-Primary Solo Dance, 

 

 Primary Solo Dance 

 • Open Solo Dance. 

 

DATES: Wednesday 7
th

 July to Sunday 11
th

 July 2010 

NOTE: Solo Dance will be held in conjunction with Winter Sun, Le Patinage Artistique and Theatre on 

Ice, (refer to the companion announcements.)  The date(s) on which the Solo Dance events will be held will 

depend on entry numbers in all 4 competitions. 

TIMES: Starting times will be advised approximately 14 days prior to the events. 

DRAW: Draws for Start Order will take place on  

Tuesday, 22
nd

 June at 5.00PM, at the rink. 

ENTRIES: Entries must be submitted through State Associations and will be accepted by 

the Competition Convenor of the I.F.S.C. until the closing date.  Late entries may 

be accepted at the discretion of the Competition Convenor but will run the risk of 

not being accepted & will incur a penalty of double the entry fee.  No Entries will 

be accepted after the draw.   The I.F.S.C. reserves the right to cancel a division if 2 

or less entries are received for that division.

ENTRY FEES: 

Solo Dance (all divisions)  $ 110.00 

 

Withdrawals: Refund – only with medical 

certificate – a 10% deduction from the entry fee 

before the draw and no refunds for withdrawal after 

the draw. 

 

ENTRY NUMBERS: 

If there are two (2) or less entries in a division, the 

organising committee reserves the right to cancel the 

division. In this case, skaters will be moved to 

another division if they are eligible for the other 

division. 

MEMBERSHIP 

Australian entrants: 

 must be  financial members of their State 

Association and an affiliated Club; the 

memberships must be valid during the full 

competition period. 

Overseas entrants: 

 must be  financial members of an ISU member 

skating organisation and/or its affiliates, as 

required by their national organisation; the 

membership must be valid during the full 

competition period.  

MUSIC: 

Music for the compulsory dances will be provided 

(from the ISU CDs where possible). 

MARKING: 

Marking will be closed.  The IJS system will be 

used.  See later for the Marking Criteria. 

TROPHIES: 

Trophies will be awarded to the first three place-

getters of each division.  

Perpetual Trophies for this event,  

The "Patterson Shield", The "Coates Trophy" and the 

"Summer Dance Trophy"
